


Masterplan structure

There are a number of physical characteristics
arising from the site opportunities and
constraints that help shape the masterplan:

Range of community focal points: with
optimum walking distances of 300-400m
to bus stops and local centres, the
number and distribution of local centres
is being developed. Currently it is
proposed to divide the site into one main
centre with three smaller villages.

Optimum access to public transport:
across the site, the aim is to have at least
70% of all homes within 300-400m of a

bus route and bus stops.

Good vehicular access: the logical main
access to the site would be in the north-
west corner off the A1301 and
supported by four other entries; three
leading off the A1301 and one creating a
left in/left out only access off the A505.

Plenty of landscaping: a green buffer
zone would be provided around the site
against the boundary roads to alleviate
noise impact and create a visual buffer to
the development.

Conservation and green space: the
existing rectangular space created in
front of Hinxton Grange would be
retained and would become a central
park; playing fields would also be
attached to the secondary school.

Consultation Report

Introduction

The Hanley Grange project team is
committed to a comprehensive and inclusive
consultation and engagement approach
focused on the delivery of a sustainable eco-
town development that will make a positive
contribution to the people of South
Cambridgeshire.

The consultation is a continuing process and
throughout the design development both the
local community and other relevant
stakeholders will be given opportunities to
become involved and inform the project and
there will be robust mechanisms for reporting
back results.

Since Hanley Grange was named as one of
the 15 shortlisted sites for the Government's
eco-towns project, the team has engaged in
widespread consultations prior to the 30
June 2008 deadline for responses to the
Eco-towns: Living a greener future
consultation paper.

The team has carefully considered the
relevant statutory guidance, including
Planning Policy Statement 1; the revised
Planning Policy Statement 12; the final report
on Spatial Plans in Practice: Supporting the
reform of local planning; Community
Involvement in Planning: The Government'’s
Objections; Cambridgeshire County
Council's adopted Statement of Community
Involvement along with current guidance on
community engagement published by South
Cambridgeshire District Council.

This has informed our approach and will
continue to do so as the project moves
forward.

Since the announcement of the eco-town
shortlist, the project team has begun the
process of intensive consultations and
communications with a range of stakeholders
and local people.

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The project team will continue to arrange and
hold meetings with a wide range of
stakeholders, including government agencies,
business groups, amenity societies, the
voluntary sector along with representatives of
faith, minority, disabled organisations and
those representing the elderly and young
people. This will be a continuous programme
that will last throughout the eco-town process
as appropriate.

Newsletter

Two newsletters were produced and
distributed to the local community. This
included more information on the scheme
and provided a mechanism for feedback and
comments through a freepost address
comment card.

20,000 newsletters, which also advertised
the public exhibition, were distributed to
surrounding residents and a second
newsletter was distributed at shopping
centres in Cambridge city centre.

Website

A project specific website was launched at
www.hanleygrange.co.uk

The site includes information on the scheme,
an FAQ section and provides an opportunity
for visitors to provide feedback. The website is
updated regularly and includes a news section
with the latest press releases on the project.

Public exhibitions and meetings

A series of consultation events were held
around the site as part of a mobile public
exhibition. These were promoted through the
newsletters, press releases and
advertisements in the local papers.

Next steps

The project team has made every effort

to engage with a wide cross section of the
community and other interested stakeholders
prior to the end of the Communities and
Local Government consultation period

at the 30 June 2008.

However, the consultation on the project
is an ongoing process as we progress the
development of our proposals.

The objective of this activity will be to fully
engage with the local community, particularly
those groups of people who are hard to reach
and who are not normally involved in planning
communities. Through close working with
local groups, such as the parish and district
councils and the voluntary sector, we will
seek to engage with hard to reach individuals
in more informal venues such as
supermarkets, cafes, pubs and doctors’
surgeries. Our approach here will be focused
on going and finding people rather than
expecting them to come to us. We recognise
that there exist certain barriers to a broad
range of people accessing consultation
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events such as childcare, language and times
of events. We will work to address these and
to ensure that our formal engagement
sessions are as inclusive as possible.

In addition, we will work further with
relevant stakeholders including the police,
the NHS Trust, schools, employment
groups, local businesses, end-user groups,
inward investment agencies, the Regional
Development Agency and other interested
parties as part of our ongoing
communications and consultations
programme.

The project team will consult with South
Cambridgeshire District Council on the
forthcoming consultation programme, but we
anticipate that recommendations for activity
will as a minimum include:
